The Saguenay region experienced rapid urbanization at the end of the 19th
century, while industrialization accelerated, thanks to the exploitation of forest
and water resources. Towns, specialized and diversified alike, attracted large
numbers of immigrants from various geographic origins, with a marked male
dominance. Flows from the East of Quebec (which had contributed the most to
Saguenay's initial colonization) increased significantly (rural exodus) while
new recruitment areas appeared in the more distant and more urbanized
regions of western Quebec (selective outmigration).
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
