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Article abstract
This paper investigates changes in the knowledge of Catalan in Catalonia. The
author uses data from the four most recent censuses to monitor the evolution
of this phenomenon from 1975 to 1991. After a brief look at the social, political
and legal context of the Catalonian language in Catalonia, the paper considers
the type of data used and overall changes in the population's knowledge of the
lariguage. It then explores factors contributing to the observed changes
through a more detailed analysis of the data. The paper first discusses the role
of primary and secondary education, and then turns to the question of the
linguistic integration of immigrants, a group that still makes up half the adult
population of the independent Catalonian community. The paper's conclusion
is optimistic regarding trends evinced by the recent changes.
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
