The Innu are one of the eleven Aboriginal peoples living in Quebec. Their
ancestral territory encompasses the current regions of
Saguenay-Lac-Saint-Jean and the Lower and Upper North Shore up to the
boundaries of the Inuit and Cree territories in Northern Quebec. How has the
Innu population listed in the Indian Register and living on the reserves in this
territory changed from 1973 to 1993? How does its general profile shape up
compared to the Quebec population as a whole? Using adjusted data from the
Register as well as data fronn Health and Welfare Canada's medical services
directorate, the author calculates the main demographic indicators for the
Innu Nation.
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
