A question on the place of residence five years prior to the censuses of 1986
and 1991 has enabled researchers to analyze five-year surviving migrations for
two periods during the 1980s. The tendency for Francophones (defined as such
based on the language spoken at home) to migrate between six regions of
Quebec increased from 7.0 percent to 8.4 percent from 1981-1986 to 1986-1991.
During the first five-year period, Francophone migrations outside the Montréal
CMA declined, whereas the five components of the CMA all showed migratory
gains. While migration onto the Island of Montréal rose only marginally, the
North Shore and the South Shore together accounted for over 60 percent of the
net growth in migration into the CMA. From 1986 to 1991, migration onto the
Island of Montréal declined significantly whereas Laval showed only a slight
overall decrease. The North Shore alone accounted for 58 percent of the
increases in the regions showing gains. An examination of these internal
migrations based on origin and destination demonstrates the growing
attraction exerted by the North Shore and the South Shore on Francophones
from the centre of the CMA, and even from outside the CMA.
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
