Concerns related to “moral disarmament,” which consists of the promotion of
public opinion favourable to peace and international understanding, were
expressed in various ways in international relations between the two world
wars. They thus became the object of a number of political and juridical
formulations, which reflected different conceptual approaches to this issue and
dealt with its various aspects at several levels of international life.
Only in the context of the World Disarmament Conference, convened in
Geneva in 1932, did moral disarmament become a significant factor in
international politics, with a direct impact on international security as well as
on international understanding. This conference represents, however, only one
stage — albeit a particularly important one — in the conceptual evolution of
moral disarmament in the interwar period which is the subject of this paper.
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
