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Article abstract
Maritime agriculture has had a poor reputation until the publication of Alan
McNeiland Rusty Bitterman s work on Nova Scotia. Hardly anything has been
published recently on New Brunswick agriculture. This text focuses on a
francophone farming community in northwestern New Brunswick in 1860. The
majority of the farmers in this community were producing quantities
significantly larger than those required for mere subsistance. Surplus were
also unevenly distributed, and some farmers were resolutely engaged in
commercial agriculture. Finally, the St John valley agriculture compared
favorably with the one of Ontario, Quebec, New England, and the most
productive townships of Nova Scotia in the same period.Only farmers in the
western United States seem to have been more productive.
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
