This paper is concerned with the issue of immigration and the perceptions and
attitudes of the Franco-Ontarian leaders, from 1927 to 1968. Hostile to
immigration during the economic depression, these leaders changed their
perceptions and attitudes after the Second World War. However, the dialogue
with immigration challenged the ethnic identity defined by these leaders and
the exercise of power within the institutional network set up by the
community. At the end, the Franco-Ontarian leaders had to promote the vision
of the French Canadian nation based on the concept of the two founding
nations to avoid to be perceived as an ethnic group among many others.
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
