The publication , "Tra ining Your Eyes for Advanced Driv ing", was designed on 
the basis of United Sta tes experie n ce to prepa r e the Brit ish fo r the highspeed traffic 
on their n e w Lond on-Birmingham superhighway and futu1·e ones like it. 

First viewers of the bookle t wer e startled to r ead that "a n oncoming motorist may 
turn left across you r path". Another ru le adv ised drive r s to "edge to the right" if 
the on comi ng car hart blinding lights.
