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Article abstract
Suffering only exists through its forms of expression. One of them,
jurisprudence, is analyzed in view of a specific problem: how in the early
twentieth century there was an evolution from the concept of physical damage
to that of moral damage, thus expressing the feeling of affection in situations
where the latter was injured. The article describes cases of suffering
experienced, losses centring on affection, for which various legal notions have
been developed, such as loss of a loved one, a disruption of one's customary
lifestyle, the sight of a loved one's disability, the loss of opportunity. We can
thus say that emotions precede and guide legal notions.
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
