In the 1930s and 1940s, believers in social corporatism in particular were
opposed to the development of an activist state of the Keynesian type because
they considered it incompatible with the specific character of
French-Canadians and contrary to their emancipation. In its place, they
suggested a social project depending on the creation of corporate associations
mediating between the state and individuals. Their anti-liberalism induced
them to promote national militancy and the takeover of the economy, and to
reject the Keynesian option.
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
