How is the child "produced" in contemporary societies marked by increasing
interdependence between the family and the school? How does the child
become a student? Sociology centred on the "habitus" has shown little interest
in this question. More recent studies analyze parental practices and try to
pinpoint family processes and patterns. Research conducted by ESCOL on
young people's relationship to knowledge and the school is encountering this
question of parental practices and what young people appropriate from them.
This article looks at forms of parental involvement in the schools, the links
young people establish between places, people and types of learning, and the
subjective and intersubjective processes of parents' and their children's
involvement in the school.
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
