The crisis in public finances and, more generally, the crisis in the regulatory
model spawned by the welfare state are resulting in major changes in social
policies. The new managerial policies are now aimed at "responsible citizens"
who are expected to participate in their own social integration. This same ideal
of participation is also central to a broad critique of the technocratic
management of society and the fate reserved for the "have-nots." This
converging interest in a new kind of citizenship has also resulted in a
simultaneous emphasis on austerity and autonomy. This article examines the
forthcoming Quebec social welfare reform, which illustrates the multiple and
ambiguous uses of the notion of citizenship.
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
