In France, the integration of young people has emerged as a social and political
issue over the past twenty years. New principles of political action have been
expressed, and integration professionals have developed skills on various
levels "with" and "without" young people. For their part, young people have
acquired a variety of skills that are more or less "visible" in the eyes of public
actors. Between young people and integration professionals, skills can be
exchanged, but the skills of young people may also remain unrecognized ;
depending on the types of interactions, the process of integrating young people
can be speeded up or delayed.
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
