Article abstract
This article describes the ways in which conceptualisations, notions, and new
or renewed vocabularies, deriving legitimacy from their circulation in
transnational and international circuits, come up against particular national
circumstances. The case study focuses on the Canadian federal government's
importation of the concept of social cohesion, describing the domestication of
the concept and the adjustments in its meaning so as to take into account and
address the particularities of Canada and its cultural pluralism.
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
