Universities are cut off from 90 p.c. of the population. On the fringe of their
respective environments, a few university adminstrators and a few
representatives of citizens groups are trying to find a way to work together. At
least such is the goal of the Collective Advancement programme of the
Continuing Education Faculty of the University of Montreal.
The programme seeks to establish a presence in the community by
participating in struggles both through the union and outside the workplace. In
the latter case, joint-action has been possible in the housing, health and
civil-rights areas.
The article goes on to discuss the relationships between independent citizen
education, intellectuals and institutions.
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
