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Article abstract
The author presents the findings of research done on policies of home care for
the elderly. The goal of the research was to understand the relationship
between community solidarity, the market and primary solidarity. The study
consisted of qualitative interviews with senior citizens in two neighborhoods
of Grenoble.
The research showed that contrary to the widely held view that the dynamic
between the State and civil society is adversarial, government action was not
perceived either in nature or with any frequency to be contrary to the interest
of primary solidarity.
But it clearly emerged that the entourage plays an essential role in maintaining
the elderly in a home environment. And this reality becomes particularly
difficult to administer when it involves severe cases of dependency or senility.
In this respect we see a serious lack in government social action.
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
