This paper shows how Catalan Gypsies succeed in developing health-related
initiatives at a time when health care and social services are all unanimously
admitting that they find it very hard to fulfil their missions with these groups.
Gypsy behaviour collectively, with respect to medical consultation and
follow-up, has been described as anarchic and ignoring the territorial
organization of health-care institutions, at the same time as AIDS, associated
with heavy injection drug use, is reportedly decimating Gypsy clans. A
mapping of travel undertaken to access health care suggests that, while
traditional nomadism may have died out, extensive transborder territorial
networks are still being activated, enabling types of mobilization unknown
among other populations.
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
