Current translation systems give satisfactory results in technical domains
where both polysemy and syntactic complexity are limited. TRADEX is a
translation system used to translate into French military telex messages
written in English. It acts as an autonomous component in the telex
transmission network, and can also be invoked from a translation
environment. TRADEX was developed by CAP GEMINI INNOVATION and CAP
SESA DEFENSE1 for the SEFT2. The article presents the context for the
application, the computational caracteristics of TRADEX, the linguistic data
organization and the resulting performances.
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
