This article shows how the collocations of the word joie are presented in the
following dictionaries: Trésor de la langue française (vol. X, 1983),
Langenscheidts Kontextwôrterbuch franzôsisch-deutsch (1989), Dictionnaire de
collocations français-chinois (forthcoming) and Dictionnaire explicatif et
combinatoire (vol. 1,1984). A total of 318 collocations are given in these four
dictionaries under the headword joie, listed here. The question treated here is
this: How can this list be organized semantically so as to give the easiest access
to an ideal contextual dictionary?
