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Article abstract
This article introduces a model of communication adapted for translation. This
model divides itself in two at the junction point represented by the translator:
Sender A (language A) -> Receiver B (language A) = Translator = Sender B'
(language B) -> Receiver C (language B). Acknowledging the translator and the
pragmatic nature of his/her act will not only make it possible to challenge, once
and for all. the myth of transparency, but furthermore, to define and generate
a new ethics of translation. Such are the primary building blocks from which
Translatology will develop in the future.
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
