The implementation of on-line terminological dictionaries on the PC has for
long been approached from an essentially data-management point of view,
with undue preference being given to DBMS software and, sometimes, a
tendency toward the development of proprietary delivery engines. The present
paper proposes a redefinition of the problem in terms of information delivery.
It goes on to show how the Microsoft Help engine (WinHelp), a Windows
reusable electronic publishing resource, can be used not only to achieve what
is possible with competing systems but also to address some outstanding
implementation issues. Finally, it presents cost-benefit arguments in favor of
the adoption of the system.
