The advent of new technologies has been a pivotal factor in the development of
language engineering especially with regard to producing tools for foreign
language acquisition. Specialized technical dictionaris can foster more
effective learning of lexicon and terminology and enhance foreign language
acquisition. This article presents our multilingual (Portuguese, French and
English) interactive medical dictionary in the area of senology, and describes a
computer-assisted approach using text and terminology databases.
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
