In this article, we demonstrate the application of modem techniques used in
computational linguistics and linguistic engineering for compiling lexicons in
French. Known as two-level morphology, constraint-based linguistics and
typed feature structures, these techniques are derived from concepts dealt
with in texts on HPSG and flexional two-level morphology. ALEP (Advanced
language engineering platform), a system designed to provide maximum
expressiveness and efficiency, was used. Its two components, one two-level, the
other morpho-syntactical, are fully described.
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
