Schemes of arguments are subject to restrictions. Predicative expressions and
their complements do not freely combine with each other from one class to
another. Nouns of actions, and also nouns of agents, can “condensate” schemes
by making their complements implicit. Two concepts are operative to describe
paradigmatic restrictions as far as the scheme of arguments is concerned, i.e.,
conceptual collocation (semantic variation) and phraseologic paradigm
(stylistic variation). Consequences on translation are observed in textual
corpora (in law and winemaking) and on the Web.
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
