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Article abstract
In this article, the results of a research on the influence of family and
remunerated work on the mental health of women are presented. The impact
of the working environment is analysed from the point of view of the
characteristics of hiring, of the level of satisfaction at work and of the social
support. The impact of the family environment is studied in the areas of shared
responsabilities between married people, of the attitudes towards the presence
of women in the work force, of single parentage and of family life cycles. Areas
of long term and short term researches are proposed.
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
