Article abstract
Marriage between French Canadians and English Canadians is considered as a
situation requiring accommodation since two cultural systems can define the
activities undertaken in common. The basic hypothesis is to the effect that the
choices required by this accommodation shall not be made haphazardly but
shall reveal the weak and the strong points of both cultures. The analysis of the
cultural orientation of the spouses in different behaviour sectors tends to
confirm this hypothesis. The orientation towards the English culture is
predominant in those sectors that can be termed " modern " and centered on
power. The attachment to the French culture remains strong in as far as the
community life is concerned.
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
