Article abstract
According to a survey made in 1954 with a sample taken from the population
registers of the Province of Quebec, it was established that there is a difference
in the occupational mobility of French Canadians and English Canadians. Ten
years later this survey was repeated, with the same methods and among the
same population. From this second sampling was observed that among the
French Canadians there is a constant increase in mobility as well as in the
incidence of cases where several ascending steps are taken at the same time.
Further, upon comparison of the two groups, it is seen that the difference
between their respective rates of mobility is decreasing. However, as far as the
French Canadians are concerned, the increase is due more to structural
mobility than to pure mobility. From this point of view French Canadians have
actually lost ground since 1954.
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
