The study of social mobility has traditionally been made in a static fashion. The
link between mobility and social policies makes it possible to reopen the
question. Three types of policies : educational reform, cash subsidies, and
stratum mobility, are involved. For each of these approaches, the authors
examine several policies which they criticize or which they suggest, for
example, Operation Head Start, adult education, and fiscal measures designed
to effectively reduce the distance between strata. The problem of power and of
economic policies should be part of the concern and of the training of
sociologists.
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
