An analysis of recent developments in three disciplines (linguistics, semiology
and Marxist theory of ideology) shows that these are beginning to come
together with regard to the object to be studied. It is now possible to discuss
what is ideological in symbolic material. A few examples describing ideological
mechanisms in weekly newspapers show what methodology is most fruitful for
doing this. Further development of this method is indispensable for coming
closer to a general theory of ideology.
