Sociological sexism shows up stratification studies. Social class of origin and
present social class are always defined by that of a masculine "significant
other". Based on an experimental sample of one hundred Athenian couples, six
indicators of mobility have been calculated : first the comparison of the
education of the wife with that of her husband, her father and her mother;
second the comparison of the professional level of the wife with that of her
husband, and of her father-in-law ; and finally the comparison of the social
class of the two fathers. In addition these indicators are observed under
different conditions : migrant status (rural-urban), type of marriage
(love-arranged) and position in the work force (active-inactive). The results are
new insights into the mobility of women and thus the value of these indicators
of mobility are validated.
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
