The rise of the trans-national corporation raises serious problems for
international unionism. This article discusses the organizational structure
developed by Charles Levinson and by the International Trade Secretariats of
Geneva. Their recommendations require a total reorganization of national and
international union federation and the establishment of international
organizations capable of meeting the multinational challenge. After a
summarizing the suggested strategies, this article critically analyzes their
effects on power relations between various national trade union movements,
the effects on Third World Trade union movements and its goals, and
structures as discussed.
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
