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Article abstract
Deficiency and handicap are two facets of the same reality. The author defines
handicap conventionally as the collection of social roles prevented an
individual because of a deficiency. A handicap may be reduced by the
individual himself aspiring to diminish his deficiency, and/or by procedures
carried out by society. Taking the example of the deaf, the author demonstrates
how an action concentrated upon the deficiency can have the consequence of
increasing the handicap, and in so doing reveals itself a synonym of
intolerance.
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
