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Article abstract
This article wishes to demonstrate that the internationalization of production,
due largely to multinational corporations, and the transnationalization of
monetary and financial circuits brought about by multinational banks have
thrown doubt on the analytical framework of neo-classical international
economy. The ever-increasing split between the political sphere (the Nation)
and the economic sphere implies that a total revision of the status of the
Nation-State must be undertaken. However, the growing power of
multinational corporations and multinational banks does not signify the
disappearance of Nation-States, but rather a transformation of their nature.
The State as a territorial unit is replacing the Nation-State. A world-wide
economic system is coming into being beyond the State and beyond
multinational agents.
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
