Article abstract
Just as a society only presents itself with problems that it can resolve, so a
collectivity only conveys the representation of itself - the identity - that it is
capable of assuming. So it is that, if Quebec society, as research object, has been
successively represented in sociological studies as 1) a culture different from
and inferior to English culture, 2) a society dependent on English-Canadian
society, 3) a social entity (truncated) or region determined by class struggle, the
main explanation for this must be found not so much in the state of sociological
knowledge and theory as in the state of social relationships themselves.
Sociology appears, just as any other discourse on society, to be a social product
rooted in the political and economic circumstances which determine it.
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
