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Article abstract
This paper attempts to analyze the links existing between regionalism and the
struggles and political structures of Canadian society, i.e. their reciprocal
effects. The objective of this approach is to analyze the dual movement which
is at the heart of the regional issue in Canada. This movement can be defined as
the tension existing between tendencies to breaking apart and to unification.
This double mouvement conditions not only the reproduction of social
organization in general but the reproduction of political and state power as
well.
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
