This article describes and analyses the relationship between two movements :
trade unionism and environmentalism, in English-speaking North America. It
begins with a discussion of the origins of environmentalism in the earlier and
distinct conservation movements. It discusses potential conflicts between
environmentalism and the traditional left. It then presents a brief history of
recent organizational contacts between trade unions and environmental
groups and reports on two important and related bodies of literature : that on
occupational health (work place pollution) and that on the impact of
environmentalist demands on employment levels. By way of conclusion the
article analyses the long-term prospects for cooperation between
environmentalists and the labour movement.
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
