Collective behavior for claiming rights by groups concerned with the
development of community facilities is dealt with by this author. Such
behavior is responsible for creating new directions in social change by means
of a process of conflict which is often turned against the state apparatus. To
clarify the meaning of these types of collective behavior and their major
components, the author develops a number of postulates relating to the mode
of social production of political power and of orientations and policies
implemented by the state - a mode of social production which is underlaid by
the arbitrary nature of social relationships at the basis of political power and of
administrative and political orientations of the state apparatus. The author also
suggests that contradiction and conflict are becoming more and more evident
in advanced industrial societies in the forms of state intervention which are
gradually being transformed into a state take-over of various aspects of social
organization, and in collective appropriation sought by social groups which are
fighting for the socialization and autonomous control of certain sectors of
social organization and of the forms of use made of social facilities.
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
