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Article abstract
This paper deals with the issue of the professional réintégration of
ex-psychiatric patients. It attempts to give an account of a research project
which established the social, psychiatric, and professional profile of a sample
populations released from three psychiatric hospitals. The findings point
toward a phenomenon of withdrawal from the labor force after
hospitalization. This phenomenon occurs in a differentiated fashion: the
number of hospitalizations and the previous professional history are the
determining factors. To sum up, we may say that those affected by this
phenomenon are the most fragile.
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
