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Article abstract
The bourgeois ideology of art, so-called "avant-garde", was born with the
impact of coal in the 1830s, following in the wake of Saint-Simonianism, and
died with the impact of oil in the 1970s. It is also at this same moment that the
coming of the dominant middle class ideology in the west gave rise to a new
attitude toward art: we entered into the GREAT KITSCH PERIOD. We are
witness, therefore, to a return to the traditional "Beaux-Arts" system, just when
new communications systems incite us to new experiences. It is against this
chilly return to tradition at a time of great human change that we are
protesting.
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
