On the basis of G. Simmel's example, who was the inspiration for a "sociology
of the senses", we wish, on the one hand, to emphasize the importance of
pleasure in social life, which has the effect, on the other hand, of bringing
about a type of sociological analysis with the capacity of integrating the
aesthetic dimension of existence. The evolution in communications in our
societies should encourage us to be attentive to what might be called social
rhetoric and to intersubjectivity which is its direct consequence. The aesthetic
paradigm is, however, not synonomous with an abdication of thought, the
result of this being the development of a sociological "formism".
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
