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Article abstract
To illustrate the coherence between the reprsentations of childhood and of the
future within a Utopian framework, two science fiction stories are analyzed
here. One of these falls under the category of the Utopian and provides a very
positive image both of the future and of childhood, which bears the image of
the future. The other is anti-Utopian and develops an extremely negative image
both of the future and of the child-people which inhabit it. In this way, we see
certain characteristics of the process of cultural creation, although they take
different directions, at work in two authors whose social imagination plays the
role of critic of the present and of determining certain possible future
developments.
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
