This paper draws on my previous work in political justice to analyze the
sources, dynamics, and consequences of political trials for the struggle
between social movements and their opponents. Special attention is paid to the
legal experiences in the United States of the Southern civil rights and Vietnam
anti-war movements two decades ago. Final remarks address the implications
of the analysis for pluralist and Marxist theories of law, power, and the state.
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
