From the analysis of more than 2000 retirement decisions by blue-collar and
white-collar workers in a large municipality in the decade from 1973-1983, it is
demonstrated that blue-collar workers receive a smaller pension, take
advantage of their retirement for a shorter period of time, and die younger
than white-collar workers. The causal progression proposed to explain this
situation brings together the complex and combined effects of regulations
concerning private pension plans now in force, of working conditions, and of
differential occupational itineraries.
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
