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Article abstract
This paper describes the methodology used in legal research and applies it to
the study of certain aspects of the right to refuse to carry out dangerous jobs as
recognized in the Quebec law on occupational health and safety. In so doing,
the author demonstrates how a given social phenomenon also constitutes the
subject for a study of a legal nature. He also establishes the limits of this
scientific approach. From this perspective, the paper brings up several
questions to which law does not have an answer, but which must nevertheless
be documented in order to understand more completely the right to refuse.
Only research in the social sciences can supply some elements of response to
these questions.
