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Article abstract
The objective of this paper is to test the theory of transition through the study
of two cases relating to the Francophone economy of Quebec. This cases at
hand are two firms situated in milieux in which development took place either
in a (relatively) endogenous way, or in an exogenous way. The comparison of
these two cases makes it possible to understand the transition of the
Francophone economy of Quebec in a global fashion. The analysis is made here
from the perspective of the organization of the work process. The results are
theoretically constructed by means of the notions of real subordination and of
formal subordination as defined in the works of Marx. The use of these notions
is put into perspective in the light of recent research relating to the theory of
transition.
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
