Article abstract
The authors give an account of a study whose objective was to throw light onto
the cultural aspects of transitions. Nicaragua presents us with a two-way
research problem; on the one hand, a situation of incomplete capitalism with
some characteristics resembling transition, and, on the other, a political power
who promote a new social relationships. The cultural dimension of these
phenomena is measured by means of indicators constructed first of two poles,
mythical thinking and analytical thinking, then combined with the concepts of
time and space. The data are run through a factor analysis of correspondences.
In the conclusion, the authors demonstrate the theoretical, methodological' and
practical interest of this type of research.
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
