Quebec Catholicism has become discrete. Although the level of practice has
become lower and lower, Catholicism represents an undeniable cultural
reality. The author, while presenting the empirical data available in this
regard, both qualitative and quantitative, attempts a reinterpretation of
contemporary history. He discovers a many-faceted popular Catholicism:
involvement at the base, religious effervescence, emotional communion,
affirmation of universal values, explosion of the imaginary. This Catholicism
often transgresses the institution which gave birth to it. The latter, however,
although grappling with its own quest for identity, remains the natural
referent in the quest for meaning of the very great majority of citizens.
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
