The author poses the problem of the ever smaller place occupied by basic
disciplines in teacher training at the university level. He establishes a parallel
between this situation and the multiplication of professional training programs
which have become very specialized and practice-centered. On the basis of the
NSE (New Sociology of Education) ¡n England, of which he makes a serious
critical analysis, he proposes a modernized and democratized curriculum
which would imply a new relationship between basic disciplines and
specialization and would make broader participation in knowledge possible.
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
