The principal analyses for understanding the politics of the AIDS epidemic
maintain that the way the illness has been managed has been determined to a
large extent by structures of domination which attempt to exert a repressive
control over sexuality, understood as a point where bodily practices and
sujectivity meet. These analyses follow from a negative conception of power,
seriously challenged in Michel Foucault's work. Returning to Foucault's
hypotheses concerning modern bio-power, we favor an analysis which
describes the management of the epidemic as a mechanism of the
normalization of sexuality, in which the positively of relationships between
power, the body and modes of subjectivization become evident.
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
