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Article abstract
This paper deals with the phenomenon of the spreading of the apparatus of
state justice in the Inuit lands of New Quebec (northern Quebec), in the light of
critical theses developed in the sociology of dependency, in the sociology of
ethnic relations and in criminology. This interpretation of the situation
concluded that the penal process has been imposed on the Inuit in its economic
(resource appropriation and exploitation) and identity rationale. This dual
rationale makes it possible to isolate a dialectic of inclusion/exclusion in
relations between the Inuit and the nation state in the penal context.
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
